We will start accepting applications for this scholarship on 16 March 2018. Many students apply for this scholarship, so candidates will be selected in the following two steps. 

1. First Screening: Document-based screening 
<Application Procedure>
●Send e-mail to the OIAA stating your intention to apply during the application period: 16:00am Friday, 16 March 2018 through 11:45am Friday, 6 April 2018.
Title “2018 Todai Fellowship Application” and indicate 1) your name 2) student ID 
3) contact number (so that the OIAA can reach you during the daytime if needed) 
4) the name of a faculty member who can write recommendation letter.  Indicate his (or her) name / the title/ affiliation/ email address.
●Download the current application form (「東京大学外国人留学生特別奨学金制度　平成30年度研究奨励費申請書」) from the OIAA HP.  
Visit the OIAA and submit the completed form during the application period. Please attach a copy of the residence card.
If you are not able to visit the OIAA during the application period, you may send the application form via e-mail; however, once you have been selected as the nominee, you must submit the original instantly upon the OIAA's request. 
●The applicants are also required to submit a detailed research plan by e-mail attachment (in Japanese or in English, WORD file/A4 size, 1 page).  Note： You may include information on relevant papers published in (or accepted by) academic English journals, but only if the applicant is the first author.  Even if this information is included, the research plan should not exceed A4 size, 1 page.  Either “one copy of a reprint or a photocopy of the published form of the scientific paper” or “a manuscript together with a copy of the letter of acceptance” is to be submitted with your research plan no later than the cut-off time. 
●The OIAA will send an acknowledgement e-mail to the applicants who have completed the application procedures for the document screening.  Please strictly follow the instructions and submit all the required documents by the cut-off date and time (11:45am Friday, 6 April 2018).
Candidates who pass the document screening will be informed by Tuesday, 10 April 2018 via e-mail or by phone.  
About 10 applicants will be invited to the next step: oral presentation.

2. Second Screening: Oral Presentation 
For the 10 candidates who pass the document screening.
(1) Time and Date: 18:00pm-20:00pm Middle of April 2018 
The OIAA will send a detailed schedule to those who are invited to the oral screening. However, candidates must be ready 20 minutes before their assigned time in case they are called ahead of the predetermined schedule. 
(2)Place: The Medical Library Building (Hongo Campus),

When you arrive, please wait in front of the room until your name is called. 
(3) -Duration: 8 minutes per person
	・Oral presentation of your research: 6 minutes
	・Questions and answers: 2 minutes
(4) Language of your presentation: Japanese or English  
(5) Other details and important notes for the oral screening:
-Our office will prepare a projector and a PC for your presentation.
-You can show up to 7 slides, using PowerPoint software.
	Contents are as follows;
	-Part A, up to 4 slides: your past and current research
	-Part B, up to 3 slides: your plans for future research
	-The size of your file must be less than 5 MB.
-The duration of the presentation (parts A and B) is 6 minutes per person.
A bell will ring 5.5 minutes after you start your presentation. At that time, you will have 30 seconds in which to finish your presentation.
-After your presentation, there will be a 2-minutes question-and-answer period.
- You need to put your presentation data in the OIAA`s PC before attending the screening. 
Visit the OIAA on the oral screening day (10:00am-15:00pm) with your data on a CD-R or USB Flash Drive.  Note that sending the presentation data by any other means (e-mail, regular mail, campus mail, etc.) is prohibited. Also, be reminded that we will not accept any new data or any change in the data after the cut-off time (15:00pm).
We suggest that you bring a copy of the presentation data (CD-R or USB Flash Drive) with you to the oral screening, in case of PC problems.
